1.  Rejoice with Your Forever _______________. 

  “To him who loves us and has freed us from our sins by his blood, and has made 

us to be a kingdom and priests to serve his God and Father—to him be glory and 

power for ever and ever!  Amen” (Revelation 1:5b). “And they sang a new song:  

‘You are worthy to take the scroll and to open its seals, because you were slain and 

with your blood you purchased men for God from every tribe and language and 

people and nation” (Revelation 5:9).

  "As a bride groom rejoices over his bride, so will your God rejoice over you"
