After lunch we split up into two groups. Joe & Rache l stayed on site and told bible stories to a group of little 
children. Kath, Ann, Greg and I go to Michal's villag e (he is a drummer on the praise team). We shar our 
testimony, bible stories, and words of encouragemen t to the villagers, and pass out candy. 

A friend of David's from South Africa and his wife (Andrew and Vanilla - yes Vanilla, like the flavor) came to 
visit and have dinner with us. Andrew runs a distrib ution company, and David does business with him.

We have a devotion (Greg leads), and have a long di scussion (2 hours) on faith topics.

Sunday we attended services where each of us gave o ur testimony, and I (Steve) preached a sermon. We ate  
a quick lunch and headed out to the local prison to  give a message to the inmates. We received a warm 
welcome, shared brief testimonies, and a short mess age. Many profess to receive Jesus as their saviour.

Its been a fast pace each day, and we are all tired , but excited about what we are doing. We are spreadi ng 
the gospel of Christ, and encouraging the people to  keep their faith, or come to the faith.
